Absences
What YOU must do: 

Telephone the school on 0121 464 1691 before 8.30am each day of
your child’s absence. 
Tell the school in advance, of any medical appointments and bring in
appointment cards/letters. 
If you are not sure whether your child is well enough to attend school,
send them in anyway as they often perk up on arrival. 
Have a backup plan for if your child misses transport, call on a family
member, neighbour or friend. 
If you and your child are experiencing difficulties with school
attendance then talk to us as a first step so we can help! 

 
What WE will do: 

Check your child’s attendance every day. 
Phone home to discuss your child’s attendance with you. 
Invite you into school for attendance meetings if we are concerned. 
If we cannot establish a reason for absence, then we may make a
welfare home visit. 

Late Collections
We will be administering a 'Late Collection Charge'
system for those families that are persistently late

in collecting their child or children at the end of
the school day.  

If a child is not collected on time at the end of
the school day or after school club, the
parent/carer will be charged £3.00 per child
for every 10 minutes that they are late to
collect their child. 
If the school is unable to contact a family
member, or designated guardian, the school
reserves the right to contact Children’s
Services for further action



SCHOOL MEALS
The cost of school meals for children in Year 3 – Year 6 is £3.00 per meal/

£15.00 per week. This means a weekly charge of £15 for school meals. 
Healthy school meals, cooked on the premises, are available each day at our
school. There is a three weekly rolling menu detailing each day’s main course
and dessert. We also offer a vegetarian option, and a jacket potato option as
the main course. If your child is in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 , they will be
provided with a school meal free of charge through the Universal Infant Free

School  Meal initiative .
If your child is in Years 3-6, they can also have a free school meal if you are in

receipt of certain benefits. Please contact the school office for further
information or follow the link below to complete a form to see if your child is

eligible for free school meals.

Payment for school meals must be paid in advance on Arbor to avoid
accumulating a dinner debt. Payment can be made weekly, monthly or termly.

If you are unable to collect your child, please arrange for a family
member or friend to collect your child. Phone the school office in
advance to notify us if a different person is collecting your child.
Please ensure that you collect your child from their designated
collection exit points. 
Please note: Children will not be able to be collected by a sibling under
the age of 16 for safeguarding reasons. Please ensure that you make
adequate arrangements for a responsible adult to collect your child.
